It is a component of a wider approach known as Alternative Dispute Resolution that can save money and time and help find the best business solution for all the parties involved in trademark disputes. Inter​national Trademark Association (INTA) has developed the Alternative Dispute Resolution Program, of which this seminar is a part, to encourage parties in various countries to consider and practice this method.
